Mencoff received his BFA from Tufts University/ School of the Museum of Fine Arts in 1981
and completed the SMFA Fifth Year Program in 1983 with a Traveling Scholars exhibition at the
Museum of Fine Arts Boston. His work is included in The Graham Gund Collection, Fidelity In-
vestments and Wellington Management and is represented by Carroll and Sons, Boston.
